TYPE OF PROGRAMME 
The programme duration is 3 years on a full-time basis, or 4 years on a part-time basis. Tuition is face to face and is scheduled per campus. Programmes are offered during the week on a full-time and part-time basis. Part-time tuition is scheduled as per the stipulated academic year planner.
ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

The minimum entry requirement for the Bachelor of Commerce in Accounting is the following:
a) A National Senior Certificate (NSC) with Bachelor pass, or
b) An equivalent NQF level 4 qualification with proven proficiency in English
c) A National Certificate Vocational (NCV) at NQF Level 4 with Degree endorsement, or
d) Amended Senior Certificate (ASC), with Degree endorsement, or
e) A Senior Certificate (SC), with University Exemption or Degree endorsement, or
f) Foreign School leaving Certificate that complies with minimum admission requirements for Degree study as gazetted by the Matriculation Board (Equivalency evaluation is completed with the Matriculation Board),
g) A Higher Certificate; an Advanced Certificate or Diploma
h) It is possible in some cases, to gain entry into the programme on the basis of Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL)
LEARNER MATERIAL

Prescribed textbook lists will be provided by the academic department at your campus. Students will receive electronic versions of the study guides for this programme.

On successful completion of the programme the student will receive at a Graduation Ceremony a Berea College of Technology Bachelor of Commerce in Accounting Certificate.
ARTICULATION

The Bachelor of Commerce in Accounting being an Accounting specialized degree allows students to articulate, vertically into an Accounting Honours (NQF8) degree or a postgraduate diploma in Financial management, Financial Accounting such as the Postgraduate Diploma in Accounting offered at DUT or the BCom Honours in Accounting offered at UKZN, UJ, UFS or USb. 

Horizontally, students could articulate to a general B Com degree with specific credits such as the Advanced Diploma Accounting or the Advanced Diploma in Management Accounting offered at DUT or the BCom in Accounting offered at UKZN, UJ, UFS or USb. Other horizontal articulation options exist such as students may articulate to cognate business degree programmes such as the B Com in Human Resources Management, Supply chain Management, financial Management etc., which are offered by most private and public higher (UJ, UCT, Unisa, UKZN, UP, Wits, etc.) education institutions, nationally and internationally. 

Diagonal articulation options is also possible such as the Postgraduate Diploma Management Accounting or the Postgraduate Diploma in Taxation offered at DUT or general  BCom Honours degrees offered at UKZN, NWU, SPU, UFS or USb.
