In terms of Teaching Practice: 

For full-time students: Teaching Practice 1(3 Weeks) will take place in the second term of the first semester and Teaching Practice 2(5 Weeks) will straddle between terms three and four of the academic calendar. 

For part time students: Teaching Practice 1(3 Weeks) will take place in the third term of year 1 and Teaching Practice 2(5 Weeks) will take place in the second term of year 2. 
TYPE OF PROGRAMME 
The programme duration is 1 year on a full-time basis, or 2 years on a part-time basis. Tuition is face to face and is scheduled per campus. The Programme will be offered during the week on a full-time and part-time basis. Part-time tuition is scheduled as per the stipulated planner.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS
(i) An appropriate NQF level 7 bachelor’s degree with sufficient disciplinary
 content learning in the appropriate fields leading to a teaching specialization; or 
(ii) An appropriate 360 credit NQF level 6 Diploma with sufficient disciplinary
 content learning in the appropriate fields leading to a teaching specialization 
(iii In cases where students do not have the requisite level of disciplinary content knowledge leading to a teaching specialisation, he/she would be required to take additional disciplinary subject content knowledge modules concurrently with the PGCE (Further Education and Training Teaching) programme. The additional course/s will be over and above those required credits for the award of the PGCE (Further Education and Training Teaching)) qualification. The qualification will only be awarded once these credits have been obtained. 

The above admission requirements is aligned to the "Revised Policy on the minimum requirements for teacher Education" (DHET, 2015:53)): Professionally unqualified graduate teachers, holding a degree or a 360 credit exit Level 6 Diploma in disciplines/subjects that underpin a teaching subject Postgraduate Certificate in Education (120 credits at Level 7)
(Note: If the underpinning subjects in the prior degree do not provide sufficient subject matter knowledge, additional modules must be taken - either prior to admission or concurrently.) In relation to the additional modules, students will need to complete the additional modules at any accredited Higher Education Institution offering such modules and present the academic transcript upon completion.  

LEARNER MATERIAL

Prescribed textbook lists will be provided by the academic department at your campus. Students will receive electronic versions of the study guides for this programme.

A qualification may not be awarded for early exit from the PGCE in Further Education and Training Teaching.
