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DESCRIPTION

Students will acquire the requisite knowledge and skills to operate in any commercial, governmental or non-profit organization. The qualification provides students who are already employed or wish to find employment, with the knowledge of the principles, concepts and techniques that underlie the disciplines necessary for effective financial management of the business system. The qualification will improve the student's efficiency and effectiveness, which are key components in a general business environment for ensuring that the organisation runs smoothly. This contributes to higher productivity and improved service delivery. 

A qualifying student will be a well-rounded practitioner with foundational technical skills in accounting, auditing, taxation, management and administration. The curriculum ensures a high degree of portability and enable students to enter multiple job roles and careers in their quest to meet individual and organisational requirements. The Higher certificate emphasizes using Accounting in various business and organizational context. The successful student will develop a foundational knowledge and requisite competencies in Accounting and related fields, which can be applied to the business environment. Students will obtain exposure to communication, information systems, management, auditing, taxation, law, economics, administration and accounting. Training for this programme is both theoretical and practical. It allows students to grasp fundamental knowledge in the workings of various Accounting methods, approaches and tools in the modern work environment.

Vertical articulation may be pursued at other public and private institutions, for example to Diploma in Accounting offered at BCT or the Diploma in Accounting offered at INTEC or PIHE, the Diploma in Accounting Sciences offered at UNISA or the Diploma in Accounting or Diploma in Management Accounting or Diploma in Taxation offered at Durban University of Technology.

Horizontal articulation may be pursued at other public and private institutions, for example to the Higher Certificate in Operations Management or the Higher Certificate in Project Management or other Higher certificates offered at BCT, or the Diploma in Business Accounting offered by the IIE or the Higher Certificate in Financial Planning offered at Durban University of Technology or other Higher Certificate qualifications in Management and related fields.

Diagonal articulation may be pursued at other public and private institutions, for example to the Diploma in Human Resource Management or Diploma in Relations offered at BCT or the Diploma in Operations Management offered at CPUT, TUT or NMMU, or Damelin or the Diploma in Management Sciences offered at Durban University of Technology or other Higher Certificate qualifications in Management, Administration and related fields. This qualification may articulate diagonally to other qualifications at NQF Level 6. (for example Diploma and Bachelor’s degrees in education and management offered at BCT and other public and private Higher Education providers).
FURTHER STUDIES
