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DESCRIPTION
The qualification is designed to serve two purposes namely: to provide access to Higher Education in Engineering and serves to provide learners with the introductory knowledge, cognitive and conceptual tools, and procedural skills that can be applied in an operative support occupation or role in Electrical Engineering. The qualification supports the philosophy of life-long learning because students will be able to increase their access to employment since this programme also caters for individuals that who are employed but lack the certification to perform efficiently or to be promoted.

TYPE OF PROGRAMME 
The programme duration is 1 year on a full-time basis, or 2 years on a part-time basis. Tuition is face to face and is scheduled per campus. Programmes are offered during the week on a full-time and part-time basis. Part-time tuition is scheduled as per the stipulated planner.
ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

The minimum entry requirement for the Higher Certificate in Engineering in Electrical Engineering is the following:
A National Senior Certificate with a Higher Certificate endorsement or higher and a minimum of 30% for English is required.
Or
A National Certificate (Vocational) - A minimum of 40% in English on either First Additional Language or Home Language level, and a minimum of 50% in four vocational subjects.
Or
A Senior Certificate with a pass in English.
Or
Mature Age Exemption: Candidates must have attempted Grade 12, on or above the age of 23 before or during the first year of registration with three years' work experience and proven ability relating to the proposed programme as well as requisite communication skills.
LEARNER MATERIAL
Prescribed textbook lists will be provided by the academic department at your campus. Students will receive electronic versions of the study guides for this programme.

Vertical articulation may be pursued at other public and private institutions, for example to the Diploma in Engineering Technology in Electrical Engineering or the Bachelor of Engineering Technology in Electrical Engineering at DUT, CPUT or UJ or the Bachelor of Engineering Technology in Electrical Engineering offered at TUT, Bachelor of Engineering in Electrical Engineering offered at UJ, NWU, UZ or UP and similar diploma and degree qualifications offered at other universities.

Horizontal articulation may be pursued at other public and private institutions, for example to the Higher Certificate in Mechanical Engineering, Higher Certificate in Digital Marketing or the Higher Certificate in Social Media and Communication or other Higher certificates offered at BCT, or the Higher Certificate in Construction Engineering or the Higher Certificate in Industrial Engineering offered at TUT or the Higher Certificate in Information Technology offered at DUT or other Higher Certificate qualifications in Management and related.

Diagonal articulation may be pursued at other public and private institutions, for example to the Diploma in Information Technology offered at BCT or Diploma in Information Technology or Diploma in Operations Management at DUT or MUT or Diploma qualifications in related fields on the OQSF.
