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DESCRIPTION
This qualification was designed with a specific focus on influencing stakeholders’ knowledge and approaches in the domain of public service policy development and implementation via service delivery in South Africa. In addition, this qualification also provides for a module on enterprise risk management that entail, among others, the devolvement of risk management from top to lower levels of operations that will enable employees to individually identify operational risks at its initial stages and to mitigate such risks. This practice will lead to integrating enterprise risks with core business processes that will enhance the potential for public service employees and managers to achieve strategically set business process outcomes.  This qualification also focuses not only on the principles of public management but also on the principles of public financial management to enhance the holistic development of managers’ public service activities. The purpose of the module on public finance management intends to equip students with critical important applied knowledge on financial aspects of among others, the theory of public financial management, financial infrastructure, the public financial legislative framework, budgeting, and expenditure as well as financial accountability.
